Chapter 6: The Skeletal System

11.  When a patient receives a bone marrow transplant, what vital process is being restored?

12.  Explain how the canaliculi allow bone to heal more efficiently than cartilage.

13.  What effect does the task of childbearing have on the differences between the male and female skeleton?
